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ORDINANCE NO. HW 0-05-4

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING PARKING RESTRICTIONS FOR
ROADS UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF MILTON TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS, the Milton Township Highway Commissioner has determined that vehicular
parking on certain Milton Township streets causes a safety hazard to traffic within the road system
itself, and

WHEREAS, from time to time, the Milton ‘Township Highway Commissioner is advised of
special events which necessitate the temporary restriction of parking on certain streets to ensure the
safety of the motorists using Township roads; and

WHEREAS, the Statutes of the State of Illinois, specifically, the Illinois Highway Code and
the Illinois Vehicle Code, authorize the Township Highway Commissioner to regulate the standing
or parking or vehicles on roads under his jurisdiction on both a permanent and temporary basis as he
deems necessary and proper; and

WHEREAS, the Milton Township Highway Commissioner has determined that it is in the
best interest of the Township and the residents residing therein that parking be restricted on such
roads, in order to provide safe passage in the events provided herein.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE HIGHWAY COMMISSIONER OF
MILTON TOWNSHIP, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. This Ordinance supercedes all other parking-related ordinances and
resolutions adopted heretofore.

Section 2. All provisiens of this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after
the date of adoption of this Ordinance.

Section 3. When signs are erected along a road giving notice thereof, no person shall
park or leave standing or unattended a motor vehicle upon any such street or part of street as
follows:

A. Upon notice of special events which, in the opinion of the Highway
Commissioner, require a temporary restriction of parking on one or both
sides of any street in Milton Township. For purposes of such events, the
Highway Commissioner, by the authority of the County Superintendent of
Highways, shall restrict parking on Township roads as the Highway
Commissioner deems appropriate for a period not to exceed three days,
